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The glorious jubilee of Rujero Sergeevich Gilyarevsky

The author offers the brief biographical information on Rujero Sergeevich Gilyarevsky
whose 90-th anniversary is celebrated. She reviews the main stages of his academic and pedagog-
ical career, in particular, his scholarly works, his two theses studies (candidate’s and doctoral),
numerous publications that have been contributing to the librarianship, library and information
sciences. The author emphasizes the scope of Gilyarevsky’s professional interests and retraces
expanding of the subject scope of his publications — from catalog structuring (1954) to cloud
technologies, information management and scientometrics. Rujero Gilyarevsky analyzes the
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problems of the libraries (and e-libraries, in particular), their future, professional values of the
librarians within the digital communication environment, bibliography as an element of infor-
mation culture. R. Gilyarevsky has complete mastery of several foreign languages. The selected
bibliography of R. Gilarevsky’s publications, including those co-authored by his colleagues, is
appended.

In 1965, the monograph “Fundamentals of Scientific Information” was
published, the second edition “Fundamentals of Informatics” was published
in 1968. Its authors were famous scientists A. I. Mikhailov, A. I. Cherny and
R. S. Gilyarevsky. This book has been translated into many languages and has had
a tremendous impact on information and library service professionals: thanks to it,
a new generation of librarians has been formed. The Foundations of Informatics
clearly traced the connection between new science and librarianship; it was shown
that information technologies would influence its development. Rudzhero
Sergeevich Gilyarevsky was born on August 31, 1929 in Moscow. His father was
the military attache of the Italian Embassy in Moscow, Ettore Mackey, and his
mother was a ballerina of the Kazan opera theater Ekaterina Krylaeva. In 1929, his
father was recalled from our country, his mother in 1937-1954. was a prisoner of
the gulag. From 1937 to 1941, Ruggiero lived with his mother's aunt, 1941 to
1944 — at the hospital at the 1st Moscow Medical Institute, where his godfather,
professor Sergei Gilyarevsky, was the chief doctor. In 1943, he and his wife,
adopted Ruggiero. In 1947-1948 Rudzhero Sergeevich studied at the Moscow
energy institute at the Faculty of electrovacuum industry, then at Moscow state
university Spanish branch of the faculty of philology, which he graduated in
1953, with thesis "The aesthetic principles of Lope de Vega". In 1953-1962
Gilyarevsky worked in the library of foreign literature, as a senior librarian, then
as deputy director for research. In 1958 he defended Ph.D thesis on "Description
of books in foreign languages for catalogs of Soviet libraries" at the Moscow state
library institute, where in 1962—-1964 he worked as a senior teacher in the depart-
ment of library science. Since 1964, his pedagogical activity at Moscow State
University has begun and continues to this day. Since 1966 Gilyarevsky has been
working at the Institute of Sci-tech Information (VINITI) of the Russian Academy
of Sciences (head of the department, deputy director for research, head of the de-
partment of theoretical and applied problems of computer science). He is the edi-
tor-in-chief of the Scientific and Technical Information journal, a chairman or
member of the editorial boards of professional journals. In 1989 Rudzhero
Sergeevich defended thesis “General patterns in the development of scientific in-
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formation and communication disciplines”. He speaks several languages —
English, German, French, Spanish and lectured in these languages at universities
in Hungary, the GDR, Israel, Cuba, the USA; and translates books into Russian.
The first publication of R. S. Gilyarevsky, “Descriptions of books in foreign lan-
guages in the alphabetical catalog”, was published in 1954. This topics prevails in
his subsequent publications until 1963. Then the problems of studies gradually
changed: it covers the future of books, libraries, digitization and information prob-
lems. Most of publications are devoted to various aspects of information, infor-
matics, training in this discipline, scientific information activities, communication
problems (including the socio-psychological aspects of scientific communication),
communication of information and communication, computer science and library
science, methods and forms of information services, and then information support
for scientists, classification, information retrieval languages, the study of infor-
mation needs. In the early 1990s Rudzhero Sergeevich writes about hypertext sys-
tems, in the 2000s — about cloud technologies, information management,
scientometric systems and methods. He analyzes the problems of libraries (includ-
ing electronic), their future, the professional values of librarians in the context of
electronic communications, and considers bibliography as an element of infor-
mation culture. R. S. Gilyarevsky in his articles draws the idea that library science,
bibliography, scientific and informational activity are independent types of intel-
lectual work, which are characterized by general tendencies due to their belonging
to the cycle of communication sciences. In personal terms, he is a very modest,
benevolent, tactful, tolerant person. I would like to wish Rudzhero Sergeevich
good health, scientific and pedagogical success, joy and well-being.
